Our second building is dedicated to 
finishing trailers, trucks, structures 
and equipment.  The 200’ long build-
ing is equipped with a 70’ x 28’ x 18’ 
drive through blast booth and a 6.5 
million  BTU Air Make Up unit down 
draft paint booth with a bake cycle in 
a controlled atmosphere.  Our blast 
booth is “Green” in the fact that it is  
equipped with a reclaim unit and dust 
collector 7592289. This is the most 
efficient painting facility in western  
Minnesota.

In 1995 the part-
nership dissolved 
a n d  P r a i r i e 
T r a i l e r  wa s 
formed.  We con-
tinued to expand our special products 
and services for the trailer industry 
and out grew our facility.  In Febru-
ary 2006, we relocated to 13 acres in 
the Industrial Park on the south side 
of Morris. 
 

Expansion and Growth 
The new facility has a main shop of 
16,000 square feet and is set up with 
6 drive through bays, an expanded 
parts room to handle parts for most 
trailers and office space.  One bay is 
dedicated to a 60’ frame rack with I-
beams embedded in the floor.  We 
have a 60’ bridge crane with two- 
5 ton overhead cranes and a 30’ 
Bridge crane with a 10 ton hoist with 
a total capacity of 20 tons!  Other 
equipment we have added are elec-
tric man lifts, state of the art steel 
and aluminum welders, and laser 
alignment equipment.  We have the 
capability of handling the most  
difficult trailer repair!

Prairie Trailer is a family owned 
business.
